BV advised that dust from the Quarry operation (Musson Rd) was causing residents environmental problems. Note. Previous minutes (No 40 & 41 May & Jun 2008) shows that this issue has been raised previously. Outcome was that any Quarry operating complaints were to be advised to Rob Sklarski (RPS Koltasz Smith on 9486 2222.
